Tell a story

Milestone 1: Children take
part in pretend play, making up
or developing an imaginative
story or a story they have
heard.

Children engage in
nursery rhymes, number
rhymes and songs with props
and join in with the actions.

Milestone 3: Children take
part in telling a story using
Tales Toolkit with adult help or
can create their own story of
their day. They begin to
become familiar of the way
stories are structured.
